Items We DO Accept Items We CANNOT Accept* 

• Air conditioning & heating units (working 
units less than 8 years old) 

• Appliances: major & small (less than 8 years 
old, must be uninstalled and disconnected) 

• Artificial grass 

• Dishwashers (2014 and newer) 

• Doors: exterior or interior (no flat slab or 
hollow doors. 24”, 28”, 30”, 32”, 36” doors 
only) 

• Flooring (min. 300 sq. ft., must be palletized 
and wrapped, no more than 2 ft. high) 

• Furniture (no broken or missing pieces) 

• Home Goods (must be packed into boxes) 

• Hot water heaters (2014 and newer) 

• Laminate flooring (min. 300 sq. ft., must be 
palletized and wrapped, no more than 2 ft. 
high) 

• Lighting 

• Anything broken, damaged or missing parts 

• Box springs/ Mattresses 

• Carpet 

• Carpet padding 

• Children’s items, toys and books 

• Clothes/Shoes 

• Desks over 5 ft. long (“L” or “U” shaped) 

• Drop-in bathtubs 

• Large Entertainment Centers
